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FROM THE PASTOR

As we are preparing this issue of the Chit Chat,
we are approaching a special day on the Church
Calendar. This coming Sunday (October 29) is known
as Reformation Sunday. This year the Church is
celebrating the 500" anniversary of the event that is
looked at the beginning of the Protestant Reformation.
While we may not talk a lot about the Reformation, it
is an extremely significant event in the history of the
Church. Martin Luther was a Catholic priest. He was
an avid reader and student
of the Bible. As a result of
his reading of the Bible and
study, he became aware
that some teachings of the
Church of his day were in
error. Martin Luther
became convinced that the
Bible alone was to be the
final authority for Christians
in matters of faith and practice. He believed that
salvation from sin was offered to humanity as a free
gift from God. He believed that humans can
experience that salvation through faith alone. They
did not have to work for or pay for God’s gift through
their acts of obedience. Luther tried to persuade
leaders in the Church to accept his position on these
points. He wanted to bring about reform within the
Church. In order to spark debate on these points
Luther nailed a document that he had composed on to
the door of the University in Wittenberg. However he
continued to experience rejection until he finally left
the Catholic Church. This set in motion a Reformation
movement that we are now a part of.

Luther's actions were courageous. He knew he
was risking his reputation, career and possibly his life
by his actions. But he was willing to stand up for the
truth of Scripture. Luther becomes an example for
us today, to not give in to the influence of the world on
matters of faith. We must keep our feet firmly planted
in the pages of the Bible. The Bible must be our
guide. May God give us the courage and strength of
the reformers.
